INSECT AND DISEASE PROBLEMS IN OUR AREA

Summer is a time of high activity for pests as well as tree diseases caused by
fungi and other organisms. In particular, populations of damaging scale insects,

mites, and aphids will be elevated over the next few months. Signs of a tree pest

or disease include:

» Discoloration, spots, or bumps on leaves
Branch dieback, wilting, or thinning of foliage

« Mushrooms or fungal growth near a tree's trunk
Dark areas or oozing liquid on the trunk or roots
Presence of nests or caterpillars
Small exit holes in the trunk or branches
Sawdust like debris

Some problems may be simply aesthetic, while others can be areal threat to tree
health and vitality. As such, it is important to have a Certified Arborist inspect
your trees to determine the underlying cause.
