Hi, this is Colleen Cleek The CLASSY GOURMET with what's in season. The holidays are just around the corner, Let's Talk Turkey!

Prep/Cook time: 14 hrs with overnight Brine « Serves 8

TURKEY BRINE

3 gallons water 1/3 cup fresh sage sprigs 12 cup butter, room temperature
1Ib. coarse kosher salt 1/3 cup fresh tarragon 1 Chunked onion

12 cup whole black peppercorns 12 Turkish Bay leaves 3-5 garlic cloves

1/3 fresh thyme sprigs Fresh herb sprigs

1/3 cup marjoram sprigs 113 Ib.turkey

BRINE METHOD:

1. Stir 3 gallons of water and salt in a large pot until salt dissolves. Stir in peppercorns and next 5 ingredients.
2. Add the turkey to brine. Place a large plate atop the turkey to submerge. Place in the refrigerator. Soak turkey 8-10 hrs.
3.Remove turkey from the brine; rinse and pat dry. (Can be prepared 1 day ahead. Store uncovered in the refrigerator,)

TO COOK THE TURKEY:

1. Position rack in lowest third of oven and preheat to 425°F. Rub butter onto the turkey. Truss turkey, rub with poultry rub.

2.Fil cavity with leftover fresh herb sprigs, 3 cloves garlic and 'z large chunked onions.

3.Pour 2 cups broth into pan. Roast turkey 45 minutes.

4. Remove turkey from oven and cover breast with foil. Reduce oven temperature to 350°F.

5. Return turkey to oven; roast unstuffed turkey 1 hour (roast stuffed turkey 1 hour 30 minutes).

6. Remove foil from turkey; pour remaining 2 cups broth into pan. Continue roasting turkey until meat thermometer inserted into thickest
part of thighregisters  175°F. or until juices run clear when thickest part of thigh is pierced with a skewer, basting occasionally with
pan juices, about 1 hour longer. Time will be more or less depending onits size.

7. Transfer turkey to platter; tent with foil. Let stand 30 minutes. Reserve liquid in pan for gravy (internal temperature wil rise 5-10
degree.) while you make gravy.

TURKEY NOODLE SOUP

14# Turkey meat, cooked and shredded 1 Small Yellow Onion, diced Y/a Tbs. Fresh Sage, chopped
Ya# Thick EggNoodles, cookedand cutinto 3 Ribs of Celery, diced 2 Cup Peas

2’ pieces 1Bay Leaf 4 Cups Chicken stock

2 Ths.Unsalted Butter 2 Cloves of Garlic smashed and chopped Salt and Pepper to taste

2 Carrots, peeled and diced 2 Ths. Fresh Thyme leaves

Method:

1.Inalarge soup pot, melt the butter and sauté the onions, carrots and celery over medium heat until just soft, about 5 minutes. Add the
garlic and the bay leaf and continue to cook for another 3 minutes or until the garlic becomes fragrant.

2.Next, add the peas and the chicken stock and allow to simmer for about 15 minutes. Add the herbs and the turkey and season to
taste.

3.In the bottom of your soup bowls place a small amount of the egg noodles before you pour in the soup. Add the soup and enjoy.
